Thus I strongly urge the Department to reconsider inclusion of these blocks in
its rezoning plan, with an eye towards establishing appropriate height and bulk
controls, maintaining streetwalls, and eliminating or reducing the vast
preference currently given to hotel and community facility development in the
area.

Thank you for your August 4 response to my July 14 letter urging the
Department of City Planning to include the Third Avenue corridor and the
blocks to the west in the contemplated East Village rezoning. However, as your
response did not address several of the key points in the July 14 letter I sent to
you, | am reattaching that letter for your review and reconsideration.

Your August 4" letter points solely to differences in the built character of the
blocks along Third Avenue and to the west as the reason for their not being
included in the draft proposed East Village rezoning. While it is true that there
are some relatively modest differences between this area and the area currently
included in the draft proposed rezoning, this seems irrelevant in light of the fact
that there is not any requirement that a rezoning area be entirely homogenous.
Regardless, as we have made clear, we do not believe that these blocks require
the exact same rezoning as the blocks to the east, where the Department has
proposed a variety of new zoning districts anyway, clearly reflecting a belief
that the area need not be treated in a homogenous manner.

What is of greatest concern to us, however — and what the Department has not
yet addressed — 1s that whatever slight differences there may be between the
Third Avenue/western blocks and those to the east pale in comparison to the
vast difference between the predominant built environment and use pattern for
those blocks and what the current zoning allows. As evidenced by NYU’s
recently filed plans for a 261 ft. tall dormitory set behind a plaza on East 12
Street, the current zoning encourages grossly out-of —scale development which
1s destructive to the character of this neighborhood.

In fact, the current zoning imposes no height limits whatsoever (other than those
governed by the sky exposure plane) for new development in an area where by
far the majority of buildings do not exceed 6 or 7 stories in height. It also
strongly encourages towers set behind plazas, a universally discredited urban
form which is particularly destructive in a predominantly residential
neighborhood such as this that thrives on active street-life and a unified
streetwall. The current zoning places no limits on air rights transfers, allowing
for particularly grossly-out-of-scale towers. And it strongly encourages hotel,
dormitory, and other community facility development in an area which is far and
away predominantly residential, but which has an ever-growing number of
dormitories. The community has made abundantly clear that it wishes to see this
type of development curtailed before it does in fact become the predominant
form in this area, and this is something we hope the Department of City
Planning will listen to.



What 1s most critical is that we move ahead with in some way changing or
improving an awful situation for these critical blocks that form the boundary
between the Village and the East Village. This can only be done by changing
the zoning to require appropriate height limits and streetwall maintenance for
new development in the area, reducing or eliminating the current incentive for
commercial and community facility development in the area, and/or reducing
the allowable size of new development. There can be no rationale for denying
that the current zoning for the area is horribly inadequate and promotes
completely undesirable development.

Regardless of the degree of difference the Department may see between these
blocks and those to the east, it is clear that now is the time to change their
zoning. The current draft proposed rezoning of the East Village provides the
opportunity to do so, and any delay on the part of the Department will further
doom this area to more overwhelming and woefully inappropriate and
destructive development.
